Enquiries are 

ongoing by WYP to locate the suspect. 

One male 

was arrested and charged with production of cannabis.

The total 

value of the two above seizures is significant, a very rough estimate by local Officers is that the total 

value of both grows was about £500k.  An investigation by CID is ongoing into the circumstances 

around both grows.
